Weekly Attendance Rate: 

As a District, we are striving to increase our attendance rate to at least 95%.  We are 
currently hovering around 92-93%. We know that the more students are at school and 
accessing instructional time, the better they are able to achieve.  Please share again the 
importance of regular attendance with your students. 

Please see the attached letter regarding making a point about masking, mandatory 
vaccinations and other Governmental regulations.  Remember that we are the local 
school and we are not making the regulations, but we are expected to enforce the 
regulations regardless of whether we totally agree or not.  

To make our collective voices heard, we need to take our message to the Governor and the 
California State Legislature. Summerville Union High School District has no control over the 
proposed mandate. Keeping our schools open remains our focus. 

Quarantine Procedures: 

Quarantine protocols for close contacts are as follows to allow asymptomatic students to remain 
on campus during quarantine under a “modified quarantine” status. This change is in line with 
the CDPH guidance. This will allow us to keep students at school for the entire quarantine period 
if they are identified as a close contact as long as two conditions are met: 

  

1. Students remain asymptomatic 
2. Students rapid test twice weekly during the 10-day quarantine period 

a. A permission form must be on file in the school office  

 
If your student is determined to be a close contact and you wish for them to remain on 
campus, they can be tested at school on Tuesday and Thursday mornings in room 405 with 
a rapid test. If you do not have a testing permission form completed and on file, please complete 
the registration form on our website and bring it with you and your student to the testing area. If 
your student tests negative, he/she may remain at school. If he/she receives a positive test result, 
you will need to take him/her home to quarantine. 

The testing procedure used on campus is either a nasal swab PCR test or a nasal swab antigen 
rapid test. 



Unvaccinated students that are placed on modified quarantine cannot participate in extra-
curricular activities until cleared by a negative test after day 7.

We ask that our community continue to work with us to make sure we can provide the safe 
learning environment that our students and staff deserve. 

Parents—please help us keep our campus open by reminders to students to follow mask guidance 
which includes wearing a mask that meets CDPH guidelines and practice good handwashing.

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COVID-19 Update: 

We are currently seeing a downturn in COVID cases in Tuolumne County, but please continue to 
do your part to be safe and keep our schools open. 

• Safety Protocols: Wear a CDPH approved face covering indoors (mask must properly 
cover both nose and mouth at all times), wash your hands frequently and stay home if 
you are not feeling well.  Check the Public Health website 
at health@tuolumnecounty.ca.gov for information related to the state COVID testing 
site and vaccination clinics 

• Student screening: We request that students/parents check for any COVID symptoms 
prior to coming to school. Symptoms may appear 2-14 days after exposure to the virus. 
People with these symptoms may have COVID-19 and are recommended for testing: 

o Fever (100.4 or higher) 
o Cough 
o Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing 
o Fatigue 
o Muscle or body aches 
o Headache 
o New loss of taste or smell 
o Sore throat 
o Congestion or runny nose 
o Nausea or vomiting 
o Diarrhea 

• Meetings: Any meetings held on school campus require masking (regardless of 
vaccination status) if held indoors as per Public Health orders. Meetings will have 
zoom options if people choose not to mask, contact our office if you have any 
questions.
